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JUST THE TIPS WITH RICK LYONS 

Just The Tip 
This month’s tip is from Roger Papineau  it covers washing your Corvette. 
Car cleaning with a Foam Cannon 
 A good tip that I got from my son on cleaning my C8. 
Equipment list includes: 
1. Electric power washer 
2. Foam cannon applicator. 
3. Foam cannon Soap. 
4. Cleaning bucket. 
5. 2 microfiber Chenille, for car and rims. 
6. Microfiber drying towel. 
7. Wheel cleaning brush. 
8. Blower (electric or battery preferred). 
9. Short power washer pistol and flexable hose helps. 
10. Tip on power washer is 40 degree. 
  
With 40 degree tip on your power washer, wet down the car to soften dirt. 
Add 2 oz. of soap to foam cannon and cover the car and wheels in foam. 
Let it stand for 5 minutes and clean with bucket and Chenille to remove heavy soiled dirt. 
Do not let soap dry. Rinse as needed. Wash wheels with the cleaning brush and 2nd Chelille. 
Rince completely and use blower to remove most of the water. 
Microfiber towel dry. 
  
Use window cleaner and detail products to complete. 
 
This seems like a great way to wash your car I have never used one but I can see the benefits of using 
one such as the thickness of the foam that is applied  and the ability of reaching tough to reach areas like 
under the car and in wheel wells. There are other options such as foam guns that connect to your garden 
hose instead of a power washer and  there is even a pump sprayer that you have to manually pump pres-
sure to make foam. From what I have learned these other options do not apply as much foam. The thick 
foam is what’s doing a lot of the work because it sits on the dirt longer and helps loosen it. And the idea 
of using a blower of some type to remove the excess water before final wipe down has caught on by 
many people. It gets the extra water out of the tough to reach areas. As in pressure washers there are 
many options for blowers so I would recommend checking with fellow club members and checking 
YouTube videos for some options. 
 
I would like to thank Roger for his input I could use some other ideas from members so if you have some-
thing you would like to see here let me know.
